2.1  Information of the Work

Your paper should include the title, authors and their affiliations with contact addresses (at least one email address), abstract, keywords (up to 5), main body (including figures, tables, and equations), acknowledgement (if necessary), and references. They must set out in the required format. This template includes a simple style sheet that you should use to format your paper as follows:

· Use the Text style for all of the main body text in your paper

· Use the heading 1 style for top level headings, include References

3  Figures and Tables
